DAY 1: Thursday, September 18th
Depart NY Kennedy Airport or Newark for nonstop flight to
Athens

DAY 2: Friday, September 19th, Santorini

Arrive Athens mid-morning. Transfer to Aegean Air 1 pm flight
to Santorini. Transfer from airport to Hotel Alta Mara in Oia.
Stroll through old town in early
evening followed by sunset view-
ing and welcome dinner at one
of the lovely restaurants over-
looking the sea.

DAY 3: Saturday,
September 20th, Santorini
Breakfast at hotel. Morning ori-
